Procedure of Admission

Academic year commences in June every year.

* Students seeking admission to grades I through V must take an
entrance examination in English, Mathematics, and Science to be
considered for admission.

* Admission will be confirmed only after assessing the performance of the
child in the Entrance Exam and a personal confirmation of admission.

* The question papers will be based on the general syllabi, not on the current textbooks.

Kindly note the eligibility criteria for admission to Kindergarten and Grade I are as
follows:

* The child seeking admission to Nursery should have completed 3 years
on or before 15th June 2023.

* The child seeking admission to Junior KG (L.K.G) should
have completed 4 years on or before 15th June 2023.

*The child seeking admission to Senior KG (U.K.G)

should have completed 5 years on or before
15th June 2023.

The child seeking admission to Grade I should
have completed 6 years on or before
15th June 2023.
